2) Provide student input on potential, planned and current technology
projects. 3) Provide input to the I\VC Strategic Technology Plan as part of the
annual planning process. 4) Alert IVC Administration to strategic student
support issues and emerging technology needs.

Mr. Finnell would like the ASG to nominate about six to ten students to serve on
STAC. The committee will meet the first Thursday of each month. President
Tylenda will work on getting some students to be part of this committee.

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Resolution in Support of
Proposition 30

Senator Reyes was also approached by another student inquiring what could be
done to have a Men’s Volleyball team at IVC. Dean Lopez stated that due to the
budget problems that the college faces, it is impossible to have new teams. Dean
Lopez stated that if PROP 30 does not pass this coming election (November)
there will be major cuts to some programs on campus as well as reduction of
services to students.

President Tylenda and Dean Lopez emphasized the importance in having
Proposition 30 pass this November. ASG will be holding Voter Registration
drive tomorrow, Tuesday, August 28" and Thursday, August 30" during College
Hour. Dean Lopez stated that this college might be taken over by the state if the
budget does not get better. Therefore, it is important that we encourage students
to vote and support Prop 30. Educate yourself on how Prop 30 will benefit
students if it passes and how it will affect if it does not. Also educate your peers,
parents and your community to support Prop 30.

Dean Lopez stated that Prop 30 not only affects Community Colleges but also
Universities in California. Universities are now limiting the number of
transferred students to their institution because they rather accept incoming
freshmen from out state as they pay higher tuition.

Dean Lopez suggests that President Tylenda hold more Cabinet meetings with the
Campus Clubs to make a big push for Prop 30 to pass this November.

Remember: Support PROP 30 — Schools & Local Public Safety Protection Act
and don’t forget to VOTE on Tuesday, November 6, 2012.
