As of this fall, due to the high demand of requests from offices for
posters, supplies for the poster machine have ran extremely low
prior to the beginning of the semester thus limiting the ASG’s
ability to publicize their events.

The ASG will be looking into prices of supplies and comparing it to
poster prices. The Publicity Co-Chairs will be managing the poster
machine.

The Rules Committee will be forming to go over the ASG
Constitution to make changes and updates. The committee will
meet once the senate is complete.

President Bermudez informed the senate that they would be
