Suggestion: Consider Fill Rates and Enrollment; Wait Lists; Determine which sections close quickly as well as those with long wait lists

In Spring 2013, History of Art I (Art 100) & History of Art II (Art 102), had the highest demand with waitlists of 22 and 19
students, respectively. Students take these to fulfill Humanities requirements for a variety of majors. Additionally, this art
history two course sequence is required for Art majors. Art 120, Drawing |, is a basic art foundation course and is a key entry
level course for art majors. Many students also take Drawing I for enrichment or also to fulfill the Humanities requirement.
This demand is reflected by the eight students who were waitlisted. Art 170, Beginning Photography, had six students on the
waitlist, and Art 124, Painting I, had four students waitlisted. Photography is one of the few art courses that may quickly open
the doors to a substantive career for students such as becoming a portrait or wedding photographer.

Opportunity Analysis: (Successes, new curriculum development, alternative delivery mechanisms, interdisciplinary strategies, etc.)

One full time faculty member retired in June 2012 and has not been replaced. Over the years, four art adjuncts were not
replaced as well. This has caused a major contraction in the courses that can be offered. We are currently seeking additional
art adjuncts, but have had a difficult time finding qualified individuals, especially for art history.

The loss of faculty is reflected in a drop in student enrollment, between Fall 2009 and Fall 2011, a loss of 13.11%, and between
Spring 2010 and Spring 2012, a loss of 21.39%.

Studio art courses are capped at 18 due to lack of space in the main studio classroom and a fire code capacity of 23 people,
which reflects in the fill rate (107%) versus number of students per class (26.53). The fire code capacity should be
reevaluated.

Art 100 and 102 provide choices for students to fulfill their humanities requirement and have the most demand.

In terms of alternative delivery mechanismes, all three main art history classes (Art 100, 102 and 104) have been offered as
hybrid online courses. Online art history courses need to be brought back to meet the need of students who may not be able to
attend a regular face-to-face courses or who may prefer online courses. While studio courses might have online components,
training needs to be primarily hands on in a classroom. Creating videos of art techniques would be a good way to offer
students who might miss the live demo access to the same information. Videos also would allow students to view the demo
more than one time.






IVC has been notified by the Chancellor's office that Art 110 has been approved on a temporary basis due to its not including
exploration of 2D media in the curriculum. Access to a computer lab may be necessary to meet this requirement.

Since much variety of courses cannot be offered due to lack of faculty and tight facilities, there has been little effort in
developing new courses or exploring interdisciplinary programs. In the past, there was a digital media faculty position that
was advertised, but we didn't get enough applicants to interview and no one was hired.

Art 140, 240, 242 Ceramics, Art 150 Sculpture, video production, Art 130 Life Drawing, Art 128 Watercolor, Art 106 Women
Artists, Art 228 Exploration of Painting Techniques, and Art 280 Career Preparation in the Visual Arts used to be offered
regularly. This summer two art history sections were offered and filled. In the past, some studio art courses were offered and
filled in the summer. It is hoped that Summer 2013 will be a return to these days.

The Juanita Salazar Lowe Gallery is a bright spot for everyone on campus and the community. Gallery Display students keep
the gallery open with their lab hours. Students and the community are now enjoying access to professional quality art exhibits
and other events, as well as exhibition opportunities at the ]J. Lowe Gallery and the Science Atrium Gallery.

Summary of Program “Health” Evaluation: (Including consideration of size, score, productivity and quality of outcomes)

The Art Program consistently produces graduates and successful transfer students. Students transfer to such schools as Otis,
The Art Center, UC Berkley, UC Long Beach, Cal State LA, UC San Francisco and others. The program has high growth potential
as seen in the high demand. There have been 18 art degrees awarded between Fall 2009 and Spring 2012 indicating
persistence and success on the part of the students. This is evidenced in the data: Completion rate for Spring 2012 is high at
92%); success rate is also high at 79%. Productivity fell over the three year period, but completion and success rates rose.
Between Fall 2009 and Spring 2012, both the completion and success rates have increased approximately 5%.






Program Learning Outcomes:

1. Critically analyze, interpret, and evaluate works of art.

2. Develop a foundation of art skills and a high level of craftspersonship by utilizing a variety of tools and technologies
associated with the visual arts.

3. Use a diverse range of global events to express personal ideas and opinions through artwork.

4. Identify the theoretical, cultural, and historical contexts of art.

5. Demonstrate appropriate skills needed to articulate their conscious artistic intentions, and express coherent aesthetics.

Future Goals of Program

Some classes that were cut from the program need to be brought back to offer more diversity of choice for students.
However, consideration of space constraints need to be factored in. Bringing ceramics and sculpture back next to the
photography darkroom is not a good idea. The creation of a Digital Photography class might be considered, as it could
relate to a Communications degree. Watercolor and Mixed Media classes should be brought back, perhaps offered once a
year. Watercolor is a good medium for designers and graphic designers because it's often scanned and used in print and
digital media. A part time instructor to teach art history courses should continue to be sought. Replacement for the full
time instructor who retired should be considered, because qualified part time instructors are so difficult to find.

Resource requests from annual program review

Access to a computer lab with graphic programs is an important and growing need. A part time instructor for art history is
needed. A full time instructor may be needed because part time may not be available.

The photography darkroom needs a lock installed to control access to this room for student safety.

The Art Gallery needs some marketing help to spread information on art shows and events as well as look for interested
volunteers and donors.

Please paint the art studio, room 1306, over the summer including the critique walls and the cabinets.

Opportunity Analysis: (Successes, new curriculum development, alternative delivery mechanisms, interdisciplinary strategies, etc.)

Successes:

Success rates for all Humanities courses are for the most part high, ranging from 100% to 80%. Low success rates of less than
50%, are found in ART 104, ENGL 102 (which ranges from mid 50% to 60% from Fall 2009 to Spring 2012), ENGL 223 (Spring
2011), HIST 110 (Fall 2009-Fall 2011, except for Spring 2011), HIST 111 (Fall 2009-Spring 2012), and RELS 100 (Fall 2009
and Fall 2010). Some of these instances may be attributed to online courses which will be reevaluated before offering again to
students.

Students attained a perfect completion rate of 100% in Fall 2011 and Spring 2012 for HUM 100 courses and near perfect
success rate of 97% in Fall 2011 and 94% in Spring 2012. This represents a 29.33% increase in success from Fall 2009 to Fall
2011, and 13.25% increase from Spring 2010 to Spring 2012. The completion rate rose 5.26% comparing Fall 2009 with Fall
2011, and 9.89% comparing Fall 2010 with Fall 2012.

The increase in completion and success rates might be attributed to evaluation of student learning outcomes and changes to
instruction to better meet the needs of students.

Alternate delivery systems:

Online courses meet the needs of students who may be unable to attend face-to-face classes or prefer online instructor, while
continuing to provide numbers of sections within the confines of limited classroom space during building renovation.
Humanities courses have been available online since the beginning on online education at IVC.

Spanish classes will be brought back online. There are four classes adapted for only delivery (SPAN 100, 110, 200 and 220)
but since the entire online program was suspended the classes are being redesigned to get better success rates. Dr. Jose Ruiz,
coordinator of World Languages and Speech, will spend his sabbatical writing a textbook for SPAN 220 and 221 and the
assignments for Blackboard.

In the past, the three full time art instructors each developed an online art history course, offering Art 100, 102 and 104, and
all were experiencing demand from students until online courses lost accreditation. Since then, one full time instructor retired
and has not been replaced. Currently, one full time instructor would like to bring classes back online with Blackboard.

The full time philosophy instructor developed and used to teach two online courses which he would like to bring back on the
Blackboard format.






Religious Studies 100 is currently only offered as a face-to-face course, but was taught online as well. The instructor would
like to teach REL 100 online as soon as it can be re-approved by the Distance Ed Committee.

MUS 102 was offered online and the instructor would like to offer it again on Blackboard.

Summary of Program “Health” Evaluation: (Including consideration of size, score, productivity and quality of outcomes)
The Humanities program is a small, yet healthy program. Three degrees were awarded between Fall 2009 and Spring 2012.

The majority of the courses have a ninety- to over-a-hundred percent fill rate.

The only courses with low fill rates (between approximately 30-40%) are MUS 172 (College Community Band) and MUS 178
(Symphony Orchestra) which make up enrollment with non-credit students. This will be an issue for these courses in the
future as non-credit students will not be allowed to commingle with credit students beginning Fall 2013. Additionally
repeatability will not be allowed, as many of the students who enroll in music ensembles do so semester after semester. This
will most likely drop enrollment of these courses and further endanger their viability.

AMSL 100 was the most impacted course in Spring 2013, with 64 students on its waitlist. It is taught by one full time
instructor and three part time instructors.

One section of HUM 100 is taught every semester by a full time instructor. There were 13 students waitlisted for Spring 2013
for this course.

The art history program is taught by two full-time faculty members. Art 104 has not been taught in recent semesters due to
loss of faculty. Additionally the Chair was teaching sections of Art 102, but teaching load was reduced because of the position.
This is reflected in the number of sections offered of Art 102: eight in Spring 2010, but four in Spring 2011. Although this
seems like a large reduction, it has not resulted in major impaction for students while art history courses still remain in
demand. There were 22 students waitlisted for Art 100 and 19 for Art 102 in Spring 2013.

Philosophy courses are taught by one full-time faculty member, and the department no longer has any adjunct instructors due
to budget cuts and lack of enrollment.

Opportunity Analysis: (Successes, new curriculum development, alternative delivery mechanisms, interdisciplinary strategies, etc.)

The Journalism program suffers from lack of producing a "product” such as a news outlet with the resulting lack of student
awareness, and its integration with kinship programs such as Communications has not been beneficial. The Communications
program has not been a very popular program because it requires too many units (27). It will be replaced with the SB1440 or
TMC soon, in fact, the new Transfer Model has been adopted already and hopefully results will be seen soon. The next step is
to publicize the new program and delete the old one.

Additionally, JRN 100 is listed as an elective on the new English Transfer Degree which will bring more students to journalism
classes.

The college newspaper was cut several years ago, but with news increasingly read on the Internet, a news outlet on the college
website could serve as an updated revitalization of the college newspaper. Producing these web pages would give students a
sense of purpose and fulfillment, as well as provide real life experience and work samples for future employment. This effort
could be interdisciplinary, encompassing journalism, business, computer science, graphic and fine art, and photography.
Another potential expansion could be the development of an Internet radio station with streaming newscasts, sports coverage,
music recitals and concerts, and more. An IVC Internet radio would be an important link and service to the community,
bringing awareness to the many activities, offerings and possibilities at the College.

Implementation of these plans would necessitate new curriculum, classes to implement the website and radio station. The
rewards could be truly meaningful for students, IVC, and the whole community, bringing the best of Imperial County to the
world. Journalism's inclusion as a requirement (JRN 100) and elective choice (JRN 101) in the Communication program is
essential to bring students with the necessary talent, intellect, and interest to facilitate these media outlets, however the
Communication program lacks faculty to implement it.

Meanwhile, Journalism program requirements need to be reviewed and revised. Journalism students no longer need to learn
Dreamweaver or computer programming for the web (CIS 137 and 214) and Flash (CIS 155). Additionally, IVC needs to create
and offer a Digital Photography class, including some Journalistic assignments. Data shows demand for photography classes,
with six students on the wait list for traditional photography in Spring 2013.

Summary of Program “Health” Evaluation: (Including consideration of size, score, productivity and quality of outcomes)

Journalism is a small program, generating three degrees in the past three years. Enrollment seems to vacillate from adequate
to somewhat low. Journalism continues to add meaningful educational value to IVC's offerings for students, however, it needs






to be included as an elective choice in some other programs such as English to continue to be viable and attract attention of
students who would benefit from it. The Communications program, which lists Journalism as a requirement and elective,
needs faculty and development.

Opportunity Analysis: (Successes, new curriculum development, alternative delivery mechanisms, interdisciplinary strategies, etc.)

Successes:

The music program provides the campus and the community with live music performances while allowing IVC students to gain
experience playing together in front of an audience. IVC music ensembles perform at major functions across the county and at campus
events, including graduation. The music program trains local musicians, many of whom become professional musicians which
oftentimes necessitates their leaving the county to perform. Some complete their degree and some do not, so the number of students
served is not reflected in the number of five degrees awarded in a three year period, Fall 2009-Spring 2011.

Completion and success rates are good. The overall Music course completion rate from Fall 2009 to Spring 2012 was 80 to 90%. The
success rate for the same time period ranged from 70 to 80%. This reflects an increase of 3.45% in completion rate and 6.67% in
success rate for fall semesters 2009 to 2011, and 8.43% increase in completion rate and 11.27% increase in success rate for spring
semesters 2010 and 2011.

Alternate delivery systems:

An online music course was the first online educational offering at IVC. MUS 102 was offered online and the instructor would like to
offer it again on Blackboard. This is awaiting the release of new requirements for approval by the Distance Education Committee.
Online courses meet the needs of students who may be unable to attend face-to-face classes or prefer online instructor, while
continuing to provide numbers of sections within the confines of limited classroom space during building renovation.

Summary of Program “Health” Evaluation: (Including consideration of size, score, productivity and quality of outcomes)

The IVC music ensembles have an impending enrollment issue coming up in Fall 2013. The music ensembles have been cobbling
together adequate enrollment by running concurrent non-credit courses. Beginning this coming fall, this will no longer be allowed as
per the Chancellor's Office. Additionally, the music major carries a requirement that music students must enroll in a music ensemble
every semester; however, IVC has been notified by the Chancellor's office that courses will no longer be allowed to be repeated. This
means that no student currently enrolled in a music ensemble will be allowed to reenroll this fall, thus breaking the music major rule
that students must continue to be in a music group. There is not enough time to write new course levels (Concert Band |, II, and III for
example) and get them approved before Fall 2013.

Lastly, the music ensembles suffer from low enrollment, bringing problems with instrumentation, and landing the courses on the
Jeopardy list semester after semester, year in and year out.

These music ensemble issues must be resolved.






In contrast to this issue, the fill rates are very high for Fall 2009-Spring 2012, especially for the following courses. MUS 100 (120-
146%), MUS 102 (100-186.67%) which are often taken by students to fulfill Humanities requirements for other degrees than music.

Fill rates for music major courses for the period of Fall 2009-Spring 2012 for MUS 110, 112, 210 and 212 was 128-180%. And fill rates
for MUS 120, 122, 220 and 222 ranged from 116% to 196%.

These high fill rates were not reflected in waitlists as there were no students listed.

Student Learning Outcomes and Program Learning Outcomes

1. History: The student will know the stylistic and historic periods of music, and the music terminology needed to identify and understand all
the elements of music.

2. Music Theory: The student will have a knowledge of key signatures, evolution of harmonic development and fundamental keyboard
understanding and skills.

3. Performing Skills: The student will gain performing skills in different types of repertiore from a variety of musical periods.

Future Goals of Program

Stabilize the music ensemble enrollment issues and write new courses to allow for new course levels.
Continue to reinforce the identity of IVC with its music ensembles to attract donor support through the IVC Foundation.
Bring some music courses back online with student success strategies.

Resource requests from annual program review

Wall and door in band room, approximately cost is $1500. Install approximately four emergency lights in band room, one for each of two
corridors and a couple for the band room itself, plus one for the recording studio. Estimated cost is $2500. This is a safety issue.
