CAMPUS BUSINESS CONFERENCE
About 160 business people from our area attended 
 “Unleash Your Business Potential,” a business conference 
that was put together by our Career Technical Educa-
tion staff and funded by our HUD grant. We did this to 
culminate the successful grant program, which expires in 
December, by hosting a conference to promote  
economic growth in the Valley.  It consisted of three 
blocks of breakout sessions that covered six different 
topics. Keynote speaker was Ken Rosevear, a former  
Valley businessman who is now CEO of the Yuma 
 Chamber of Commerce.                            
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STUDENT HEALTH CONTRACT              
Students will now have access to both hospitals in the 
Valley for services covered under the student health fee. 
The board has approved entering into a contract with 
the Imperial Valley Health Resources Authority, a joint 
powers authority made up of the El Centro Regional 
Medical Center and the Pioneers Memorial Hospital 
Healthcare District. Formerly, student health services 
were provided by the Pioneers Healthcare District. With 
this new arrangement, students will have access to off 
campus services provided by ECRMC outpatient clinics 
in Calexico and El Centro as well as on campus.

■ Student Services remodeling has been completed.

This program has 
been very successful and plans are already underway to 
continue it next summer.
