Lack of appropriate growth funding, increased cash deferrals, reduction in work-load measures, reduction in categorical program funding, 0% COLA and additional cuts proposed for fiscal
year 2011-12 are major contributing factors to our current and projected financial position. The district and the various represented and unrepresented groups have reached agreement on
compensation packages and other cost containment measures to maintain district reserves at 6% for fiscal year 2010-11. Discussions continue as to how to address the budget shortfall
projected for fiscal year 2011-12. The district continues with the pay-as-you-go method of funding GASB 45 but intends to develop a plan to fully fund its GASB 45 liability.
